A network interface suitable for conveying data from a data communications network to a system that includes host computer coupled to a relatively low-bandwidth data memory and to a relatively high-bandwidth data memory, the network interface comprising: 
1) This is present in any system having a system memory and faster memory for video frame capture or display.

receiving means for receiving data values from the network, said data values including a socket identifier which identifies a process running on the host computer which will use the data and an address value to be used to store the data; and 
1) This is present if an application sets up a DMA channel from a NIC to a video card.

2) The address value may be a transport address such as an internet address with a port number.

data storage means, responsive to the socket identifier for selectively storing the received data into one of the low-bandwidth data memory and the high-bandwidth data memory. 
1) Any device that opens a DMA channel from a NIC to a video card for streaming video includes this.

2) The NDIS 5.0 API supports such DMA transfers

3) Such a device would send other data such as T.120 data to main memory.
