Make sure your parent directory has the correct permissions and you have the standard files (Makefile, p01.h, p01.cc, p01_00.cc, p01.o, p01.exe) in your /p01 directory. I will type “make clean” to delete your existing binary, “make” to compile your program, and “p01.exe” to execute it. There will be a zero tolerance for deviations from this on this quiz.
Create a C++ program that functions like the Unix cat command:
p01.exe file.txt
Your program should use a class named “MyCat” that contains a constructor, destructor, and the following methods:
load: reads a text file line by line into memory, storing the file in an internal data element that is a vector of character strings. Call this variable data_d.
display: displays the contents of the variable data_d (which contains the text in the file)
debug: displays the current values of all internal data in a human readable format
write: writes the contents of data_d to a new file. The new filename is an argument.
Make sure your destructor cleans up memory.
Your program should work for any file size. The code must follow the formats and conventions we have demonstrated in class (e.g., class definition in the header file). Do not hardcode things. Use “#define” statements as appropriate.
Do not use C++ constructions we have not covered in class. Use of cin/cout will get you a zero no questions asked. Use of complex declarations like const with functions will get you a zero. Keep the code simple and consistent with what we have shown in class.
