Develop your solution in the directory:

Create a Python class, stored in a file p01_00.py, that reads two files and produces an output that only contains the common lines between the files (intersects them). The class name must be MyIntersect and should include the following:
1. A method named load that loads a file into memory using lists.
2. A method named intersect that intersects two lists and returns a third list representing the intersection.
3. A method named compare that compares two lines and determines if they are identical. Your intersect method must call this method. You cannot intersect the lists using other library functions or techniques. You must call your intersect method.
The driver program must be named p01.py. I must be able to execute it using the following command line:
p01.py <file1> <file2>
The driver program should call your load method for each input file, call your intersect method, and then display the result in a human readable form.
But there is a catch. The compare function must be case-insensitive, must only look for ASCII printable characters (decimal values 32-126), and must compare the strings using a checksum calculation. The checksum can be computed as the sum of the squares of the ASCII values in each line.
Part of your grade will be based on the efficiency of your code.
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
