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Python makes it very easy to access environment variables:
import os
print "SHELL = %s\n" % (os.environ['SHELL'])
From the command line, generate a list of your environment variables into a file:
printenv > x.txt
Write a Python script, foo.py, that takes a filename as an argument (e.g, “foo.py x.txt”), reads all the lines in the file, and stores them in a dictionary as a name/value pair. Demonstrate that this gives you the same result as the above code by showing that each element in your dictionary is identical to what os.environ returns.
To submit this assignment for grading, rsync your files to electrodata into the directory lastname_firstname/qu_09. There should be two files, foo.py and x.txt, and nothing more (hint: be sure to delete temporary files created by your editor).
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
