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1. Write a simple C main program that does the following:
· calls a function named “create_matrix” that creates a matrix of floats that contains exactly 2 columns in the first row and 3 columns in the second row;
· prints the values in the matrix from the main program;
· calls a second function that cleans up the memory created by the first function call, taking the matrix as an argument (so you delete the correct memory).
· The function does the following:
· creates space for the matrix of values;
· initializes all the values to 0;
· initializes the element in the first row and second column to a value of 27 (e.g., m(1,2) = 27).
· returns this matrix to the main program.
Email me a Word document containing the code as plain text (so I can compile and run it) and the output that demonstrates your code works.
HINT: You cannot use a standard C matrix for this.
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
