echo /data/isip/data/software_tools/eeg_reports/v1.0/data/000/0000000/s01_2003_07_28/00001473_s01.txt > x.dat
echo /data/isip/data/software_tools/eeg_reports/v1.0/data/010/0001/s33_2007_06/abg123.txt >> x.dat
echo /data/isip/data/software_tools/eeg_reports/v1.0/data/99/201/s57_2007_02/1234238_s01.txt >> x.dat

Alternately, use this file on neuronix:
/data/isip/data/software_tools/quizzes/qu04/x.dat
Write a shellscript, called x.sh in the sh language (not bash!), that does the following:
· Reads this file line by line (do not read the entire file into memory);
· Replaces the basename (e.g., “00001473”) with a three-digit number that increments by one and starts at zero.
Do not use bash extensions. Your script must run on a machine that does not have bash installed. It must have “#!/bin/sh” at the top. 
Provide your code (a filename x.sh) and the output you obtain by running your command on the above file. Your script must run this way:
x.sh /data/isip/data/software_tools/quizzes/qu04/x.dat
and process the first command line argument (e.g., “$1”).
The desired output should be:
