1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Create a class that stores the following strings as protected data using a “char **” container.
2. Use this command line to test your program:
myprog.exe “Mary” “jane” “mike” “bob”
See the code below.
Your main program must:
· create an object (see the program below);
· copy these strings to protected data in the class;
· print the contents of your protected data;
· delete any memory that was allocated before the object is destructed.
Note that you must copy the strings into memory allocated within your class – you can’t simply copy the pointers.
Your main program should look like this:
#include <stdio.h>
#include <stdlib.h>

int main(int argc, char** argv) {

  Myclass foo(argv[1], argv[2], argv[3], argv[4]);
  foo.debug(stdout);
}
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
